
It has been a busy and productive year for Livingston Place. 

 

The building’s LEED EB:O&M (Existing Building: Operations and Maintenance) project has been a very 

detailed and lengthy process, but it has helped us tighten up our building policies and procedures.  We 

expect to receive our certification early in 2012. 

 

We completed the installation of a complete electrical sub-metering system throughout the building, which 

will help us pinpoint areas for energy savings and provide us the ability to better track how much electricity 

we are consuming on a floor by floor basis. 

 

Livingston Place introduced clean paper towel and organic recycling programs to the already extensive 

recycling programs in the building. 

 

LED lights have been added to all of the trees in the front landscaping to match the Plaza, brightening up the 

area during those long winter nights.
